Investigations revealed that he is a
habitual off��ender who was arrested
by the Ashok Nagar police four years
ago for a similar off��ence. He was out
on bail. The case is pending in court.

There  is  fear of a  revival of
poaching  in  a  sanctuary
once the playground of noto­
rious brigand Veerappan. A
giant tusker was found dead
in the Cauvery Wildlife Sanc­
tuary.  The  highly  decom­
posed carcass, which has at
least  15  bullet  wounds  and
no tusks, was found by For­
est  Department  offi��cials  on
Sunday at Kothanur Range. 

Offi��cials  suspect  that  the
tusker was shot dead 15 to 20
days ago. Sources in the For­
est  Department  said  the
poachers seemed to be pro­
fessionals and had come ful­
ly  prepared  for  the  kill  as
they had used acid  to burn
the skin and fl��esh of the ele­
phant to gorge out the tusks. 

Sources  believe  the  lone
tusker was tracked to the val­
ley where it may have been
roaming  in search of water.
Offi��cials  counted  three  bul­
lets in the head, and 12 in the
torso.  “It  could  be  a  local
tracker who led poachers to
the  elephant.  Professionals
from  poaching  gangs  could
have come from outside the
area,”  said  a  senior  Forest
Department offi��cial. 

Village fair 
The  elephant  was  found
dead barely 4 km from an an­
ti­poaching  camp  in  the  re­
gion. Offi��cials said poachers
could have sneaked into the

forest during the Chikkaluru
jatre which took place about
15 days ago. “About 1 lakh pe­
ople come through the forest
from Mutthati to Chikkaluru
during  the  event.  For  a

week, our staff�� had kept vigil
on the jatre. The gang must
have used this window to kill
the elephant,”  said  the offi��­
cial. Forest offi��cials said they
were  banking  on  forensic
and  mobile  call  records  to
zero in on the suspects. 

‘Failure to curb
poaching’ 
While  poaching  has  come
down  in  the  past  decade,
conservationists have fl��ayed
offi��cials for their “apathy” in
putting  an  end  to  it  com­
pletely. 

Offi��cials,  however,  said
there  were  hundreds  of
country­made weapons still
present in areas around the
sanctuary  which  have  not
been  identifi��ed  or  seized.
There  are  about  45  anti­
poaching camps, but that is
reckoned to be grossly insuf­
fi��cient to monitor to the for­
ests spread over nearly 1,027
sq km. Besides,  it has a po­
rous border with Tamil Nadu
with high movement of peo­
ple and traffi��c, making it dif­
fi��cult to monitor the terrain,
they added.

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Perilous work

Succumbing  to  pressure
from  various  associations,
the Transport Department is
seeking more time for imple­
mentation  of  the  rule  that
mandates installation of veh­
icle­tracking device and pan­
ic button in all public­service
vehicles, including taxis.

On Wednesday, the Princi­
pal  Secretary  of  the  Tran­
sport Department shot off�� a
letter  to  the  Joint  Secretary

of  Ministry  of  Road  Tran­
sport and Highway (MORTH)
in this regard. 

The deadline is likely to be
extended till July 31. Earlier,
these devices were  to be  in
place by January 1.

Transport  associations,
mainly  taxi  operators,  had
criticised  the  move  saying
that  the  rule  was  being
brought in without establish­
ing a command and control
centre which would act as an
interface with various stake­

holders,  including  the  pol­
ice.  The  department  also
faced  fl��ak  for  not  coming
with  legal  provisions  to  en­
force  the  rules.  The  taxi
owners had staged a protest
against the transport depart­
ment. 

They also demanded that
the State and Central govern­
ments should make the dev­
ice,  which  costs  ₹��10,000  to
₹��12,000, more aff��ordable. 

The letter from the Karna­
taka government, addressed

to  the  Central  government,
states  that  building  the  re­
quired  infrastructure  and
making  legal  provision
would  require  more  time.
Hence, six more months are
required to comply with gui­
delines set by the MORTH. 

Last year,  the central go­
vernment had brought out a
notifi��cation  making  it  man­
datory for the public service
vehicles to install the devices
in the interest of passengers’
safety.
