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In a rare indictment expos-
ing police abuse, the Kar-
nataka State Human Rights

Commission directed the state
government to take strict ac-
tion against a  sub-inspector
and a constable who assaulted
a father and son without provo-
cation and awarded Rs 50,000
in compensation to the victims.

Satish, a resident of Linga-
rajapuram, was at his gas stove
repair shop on July 28 last year.
Around 5.30 pm, police sub-in-
spector Murali and constable
Lokesh, attached to the Ba-
naswadi police station and de-
ployed on Hoysala patrol dutyyyt ,

visited the shop and asked him
to show his twwwt o-wheeler doc-
uments.

Satishshowedthepapersfor
one vehicle and sought time to
bring the documents for an-
other vehicle from his house.
The duo started assaulting
him. His son Samson came to
the shop and the police assault-
ed him, too.

The victims were bundled
into a vehicle and were assault-
ed again on the way to the po-
lice station. Satish was stripped
and his valuables were taken.

Meanwhile, the victim’s wife
and daughter pleaded with the
police not to assault them. But
the policemen abused them
and also misbehaved with

them. The victims’friends visit-
ed the station, and later admit-
ted them to Victoria Hospital.

Satish’s wife Pauline filed a
complaint before the Karnata-
ka State Human Rights Com-
mission (KSHRC), seeking
action against the policemen.
The commission ordered an
investigation against the duo.

The deputyyyt superintendent
of police filed a report in Feb-

ruary, stating that the twwwt o were
deployed for Hosyala patrol
dutyyyt and were not assigned to
check vehicle documents.The
report said the two unneces-
sarily visited the victims’ shop
and assaulted them, leading to
serious injuries.

Both the accused refuted
the allegations when they were
asked for objections. Banas-
wadi police inspector Munikr-

ishna D H had not taken action
against the duo despite a com-
plaint and had closed the case.

DH had reported the inci-
dent on August 2 last year. At
that time, sources had said that
the police assaulted a man for
tucking his hands in his pocket
while showing vehicle docu-
ments.

Rules violated
Hearing the case on Novem-
ber 14, SHRC member K  B
Changappa observed that the
policemen had assaulted the
victims in violation rules and
it was a clear case of human
rights violation.

He directed the additional
chief secretary of the home
department to pay Rs 25,000
each to both the victims within
a month and recover it from in-
spector Munikrishna, sub-in-
spector Murali and constable
Lokesh’s salary after a depart-
mental inquiry, and ordered a
detailed investigation against
the trio.

Revenue site scam: Two stamp
vendors held, many fear arrest

BENGALURU, DHNS: The Cen-
tral Crime Branch (CCB) has
arrested two stamp paper
vendors for allegedly helping
sub-registrars register rev-
enue sites to private parties
and manipulating the soft-
ware used for property reg-
istration.

R Rangaswamy (49), a
resident of Peenya, and Ke-
shava (39), a  resident of T
Sadarahalli, are the arrested
suspects.Theybotharestamp
paper vendors at Laggere and
Dasanapura sub-registrar of-
fices.

A senior police officer said
the duo was working as mid-
dlemen. They would help the
sub-registrars in identifying
agriculture land under the
green zone, buying them
from farmers and converting
and developing them as lay-
outs, and selling the layouts

to private parties.
CCB officials questioned

seven sub-registrars on
Monday, and they would be
summoned again for further
interrogation.

It is learnt that after
sub-registrars had obtained
anticipatory bail, more staff-
ers, including data entry op-
erators, engineers and other
sub-registrars, have applied
for anticipatory bail fearing
arrest.

It is alleged that nearly 50
government officials are in-
volved in this scam.

A special team has been
sent to Pune to gather details
about the Centre for Develop-
ment of Advanced Comput-
ing (C-DAC) softwwwt are.

After they return, more in-
formation would be gathered
on the scam, said a senior po-
lice officer.

GKVVVK K student commits suicide
BENG A LURU, DHNS: A re-
search scholar of the Uni-
versity of Agricultural Sci-
ence, Gandhi Krishi Vignana
Kendra (GKVVVK K), committed
suicide on Sunday night at
Kodigehalli.

The deceased has been
identified as 25-year-old Pre-
ma Tripathi, a native of Uttar
Pradesh, who was staying in a
rented house in Maruthi Na-
gar near Kodigehalli.

According to a senior po-
lice officer, Prema may have
committed suicide around 11

pm on Sunday. She was alone
at home. Her roommate had
gone to her native in Tamil
Nadu three days ago. It is said
they had a fight and Prema
was upset over the incident.

The police have found a
death note in Prema’s room,
which stated that nobody is
responsible for her death.
However, the police are
awaiting the post-mortem
report to proceed with the
investigation.

They have registered a case
under unnatural death.

Biker run over by truck
BENGALURU, DHNS: A biker
died after being run over by
a speeding truck on Suman-
ahalli outer ring road near
Kamakshipalya on Sunday.

Bhaskar K N, 42, an em-
ployee of an insurance com-
pany and a resident of Vid-
yaranyapura, was heading
home after visiting his rela-
tives in Nagarabhavi when the
accident occurred at 4.30 pm.

Police said that as Bhaskar
tried taking a  U-turn near
the outer ring road, the truck
heading towards Heggana-

halli knocked him down and
ran him over, killing him on
the spot.

A passerby tried to catch
the truck driver but the lat-
ter ran away, abandoning
the truck that transporting
crushed stones.

The Kamakshipalya traffic
police rushed to the spot and
seized the vehicles. Based on
a complaint filed by Suresh
Kumar, a relative of Bhaskar,
police have booked the truck
driver for reckless driving,
and efforts are on to nab him.

Police have arrested a
man named Mahaveer and
are searching for other sus-

pects, said Rohini Katoch
Sepat,Deputyyyt Commissioner
of Police (South).

A senior police officer said
Santhosh and Subramani
were alcoholics and had sep-
arated from their wives. The
duo, along with two other
labourers, decided to have
a party at an isolated place
near Bhuvaneshwari Temple

in Thalaghattapura around
6 pm on Sunday.

After finishing the drinks
around 9  pm, Santhosh
picked a quarrel with Sub-
ramani over a  financial
dispute. In a fit of rage, San-
thosh took a hollow concrete
block and bludgeoned him to
death. The attack prompted
a counter-attack from the
other friends and they bludg-
eoned Santhosh to death be-
fore flllf eeing from the spot.

Passersby found the bod-
ies lying in a pool of blood
and called the police. The
bodies were later shifted for
post-mortem.
